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Reading Aloud and Embodied Narrative:
A Research Proposal for the Communicative Orientation

Abstract

Using “reading aloud” as an example, this paper first reviews and then integrates
those related activities in different areas. By applying some research results from the
narrative as well as the body turn, the paper suggests to introduce “embodied
narrative” as the theoretical basis emphasizing that reading aloud can be more than
raising the sound but instead transforming body information to tell the story and
interact with the audience.

With this in mind, reading text aloud may be re-defined as “a communicative
action to integrate body movements and to enrich and enact the process of

storytelling.”
