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Abstract

In this study, by employing “Panel Study of College Students in
Taiwan” data set, we explore how media use, media attentiveness and
extra-curricular activities might affect the level of political efficacy of
college students. We demonstrate that students tend to have lower level of
political efficacy and are less likely to participate in extra-curricular
activities. They watch TV to get political information more frequently
than other mass media. Factors such as gender, media attentiveness,

extra-curricular activities have positive effects on political efficacy.
